We know from information provided by some of our long-term members and Joscelyn Patmanôs 

book óThe Circleô that the Colour Circle has awarded Life Memberships in the past. We are un-

sure how many Life Memberships have been presented however, we believe that Audrey Wil-

liams, Elizabeth Nesbit and Nancy Millington were all Life Membership recipients.  

Earlier this year the Committee determined to again award Life Memberships/ As no policy, 

procedure or criteria could be found, these needed to be developed to allow us to move forward. 

I would like to thank Lindy Whitton, Karen Stack and other committee members for their in-

volvement in this process.  

In line with the Constitution, Life Membership may be conferred on a member for exemplary 

service and contribution to the Colour Circle over a cumulative period of at least 10 years in the 

capacity as a committee or executive member or other supportive roles assisting the association.  

The Life Membership Policy is that Life Membership be limited to one per year but that it is not 

necessary for Life Membership to be granted every year. As no Life Memberships have been 

awarded for some time, the committee decided that, if sufficient qualifying nominations were 

received, two Life Memberships would be awarded this year. 

Life members have free membership and will receive invitations to all important events related 

to the Colour Circle. (as specified in the Constitution)   

Following careful consideration of all the nominations received by the Life Membership Sub-

Committee and consideration of the Sub-Committeeôs recommendations the full General Com-

mittee determined to award Life Membership this year to Joscelyn Patman and Dawn Ransley.

Dawn car-

ried out all the work necessary and in 1991 the Colour Circle became a legal entity.  

Dawn also held the position of President for a number of years and she wrote the first Colour 
Circle Newsletter and continued to produce the newsletter, which was mailed out monthly to 
members, for several years.
